Before you start reading your book:

Example:  350 pages    5 journals = 70 pages per week

2) Divide the number of pages in your book by ‘20’ for the time line

Example:  350 pages   20 sections = 18 pages for each summary

· write down notes about the main setting (where does most of the book take place)

· NOTICE and NOTE the signposts you come across in the novel (remember to use your laminated bookmark to help identifying the questions you need to address for part of the reading journals)
